● Take photographs or even videos of their work

● Use the internet as a resource

● Tables, charts and grids

●Writing fiction, poems, descriptions

●Writing non-fiction-report, diary, letter, journal, newspaper report, e mail, leaflet, debate or explanation

● Invitations, postcard

● Your child can include objects or resources or references to them.
