Dear Parents and Carers,

As mentioned in last week's newsletter we will be having our School Sports day on Friday 25™ June from
1pm-3pm. We were awaiting government guidance on what we would be allowed to do regarding spectators
and thankfully we are still allowed to have parents and carers attend under certain restrictions.

The restrictions are that:
