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Prime Area: Personal, Social & Emotional Development


Show increasing understanding that good practises with regard to exercise, eating, sleeping and hygiene can contribute to good health, including oral health - consider the lifestyle, diet and oral health of pirates


Working with Others – listening skills, including non-verbal communication/body language and taking turns to talk


Develop the independence to choose the resources needed for chosen activities, without prompting


Develop persistence to keep going and reach a goal (resilience)


Adjust behaviour to different situations, taking changes of routine in their stride 


Understand the need for and purpose of rules (discipline)


Take steps to resolve conflict with their peers, taking into consideration the needs of others (collaboration) 


























Prime Area: Communication & Language


Listen to topic themed stories, accurately anticipating key events and responding to questions


Develop awareness of listeners’ needs and give their attention to what others say; respond appropriately to develop conversations


Use past, present and future forms accurately when talking about events that have happened or are to happen in the future


Continue to develop narratives and explanations by connecting ideas or events

















Prime Area: Physical Development


Improve control and co-ordination in large and small movements: explore outdoor environment, practise different ways of travelling through pirate games and focused PE lessons 


Handle equipment and tools more effectively, including pencils for writing and detailed drawing

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Literacy: Comprehension, Word Reading and Writing


Continue to develop phonics skills to support reading and writing: focus on digraphs (2 letters one sound eg ai, ee, oa)


Learn to read and write some common irregular words by sight eg the, was, they, he, me, my


Develop segmenting and blending skills to decode and read and write a range of words, building to simple sentences


Use simple punctuation and begin to explore exclamation marks (using ‘pirate talk’)


Use non-fiction texts to create pirate posters


Use role-play and exploration of topic related stories as impetus to create own pirate style narratives
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EYFS Medium Term Planning, based on the characteristics of effective learning:- playing and exploring, active learning, creative and critical thinking








Expressive Arts & Design


Construction:- use a choice of materials and tools to  create a 3D pirate ship 


Develop skills to create representational images eg painting seascapes, printing


Sing topic related songs and explore traditional pirate instruments/music


PE:- dance.  Move in response to pirate themed music


Develop the use of props to develop narratives through role-play





Mathematics: Number and Numerical Patterns


Use resources to practically extend and consolidate understanding of addition and subtraction including how to add/ subtract two single-digit numbers (and then two-digit numbers) and count on/back to find the answer


Find one more/less than a number 


Develop everyday problem-solving skills including doubling Develop instant recall of number bonds to 5 and then to 10 when ready (ie 5+5, 6+4, 7+3) 


Explore pattern in number, including odd and even numbers


Practise correct number formation





Understanding the World


Explore maps and flags and locate known locations


Design their own pirate flag using an IT program


Explore the features of contrasting environments around the world.  Where might a tropical island be?


Science: what animals might they find on a tropical island?  Consider the impact of geography on the types of animals found there (including our role in caring for the environment)


Past and present:-


Find out about famous pirates, including Ann Bonny.  


Understand changes over time, by comparing life on the seas in the past to the present day
