MATHS 


Number – Addition and Subtraction 


Add and subtract numbers with up to three digits, using both mental and formal written methods of columnar addition and subtraction. Subtract numbers with up to 4 digits using the formal written methods of columnar addition and subtraction where appropriate.  


Estimate the answer to a calculation and use inverse operations to check answers. 


Solve problems, including missing number problems, using number facts, place value, and more complex addition and subtraction. 


Solve addition and subtraction two-step problems in contexts, deciding which operations and methods to use and why.   


Number - Multiplication and Division


Count from 0 in multiples of 4 and 8 Count in multiples of 6, 7 and 9  


Recall and use multiplication and division facts for the 3, 4 and 8 multiplication tables. �Recall and use multiplication and division facts for multiplication tables up to 12 × 12.  


Write and calculate mathematical statements for multiplication and division using the multiplication tables they know, including for two-digit numbers times one-digit numbers, using mental and progressing to formal written methods.  


Use place value, known and derived facts to multiply and divide mentally, including multiplying by 0 and 1; dividing by 1; multiplying together three numbers.  


Solve problems, including missing number problems, involving multiplication and division.

SCIENCE – Electricity


Identify common appliances that run on electricity.


Construct a simple series electrical circuit, identifying and naming its basic parts, including cells, wires, bulbs, switches and buzzers.


Identify whether or not a lamp will light in a simple series circuit, based on whether or not the lamp is part of a complete loop with a battery.


Recognise that a switch opens and closes a circuit and associate this with whether or not a lamp lights in a simple series circuit
