Place Value�


Read and write numbers up to 1000 in numerals and in words. 


Identify, represent and estimate numbers using different representations. 


Find 10 or 100 more or less than a given number. 


Find 1000 more or less than a given number. 


Recognise the place value of each digit in a 3-digit number. 


Recognise the place value of each digit in a 4-digit number. 


Order and compare numbers to 1000.


Order and compare numbers beyond 1000.


Count from 0 in multiples of 50 and 100


Count in multiples of 25 and 1000 Solve number problems and practical problems involving these ideas. 


Solve number and practical problems that involve all of the above and with increasingly large positive numbers. 


Count backwards through zero to include negative numbers. 


Round any number to the nearest 10, 100 or 1000.


Round decimals with one decimal place to the nearest whole number. 


Read Roman numerals to 100 (I to C) and know that over time, the numeral system changed to include the concept of zero and place value.





Number – Addition and Subtraction 





Add and subtract numbers mentally, including: a three-digit number and ones; a three-digit number and tens; a three-digit number and hundreds.





SCIENCE – States of Matter


Compare and group materials together, according to whether they are solids, liquids or gases.�


Observe that some materials change state when they are heated or cooled, and measure or research the temperature at which this happens in degrees Celsius (°C).�


Identify the part played by evaporation and condensation in the water cycle and associate the rate of evaporation with temperature.





GEOGRAPHY


Name and locate the countries and cities of the UK.
